Waxy evergreen leaves 

enable camellias to with-

stand our unpredictable 

northwest climate; they 

protect it from insect 

pests and temperature 

extremes, while attrac-

tive flowers draw polli-

nators to the dawning 

spring bounty. Once you 

know tea is derived 

from the camellia, its 

reputation as a time-

honored, dependable 

plant makes sense.  

 

Compared to roses, 

those summer icons of 

infinite variety and 

aroma, the camellia is a 

steady, self-managing 

plant. It lacks variety of 

hue or a signature 

scent. But it’s no prima 

The Resilience to Succeed 

Which would you rather 

be: a rose or a camellia?  

 

Camellias bloom annu-

ally and many speci-

mens are  decades old. 

Despite their fragile ap-

pearance, they are ex-

tremely hardy perennial 

shrubs. But most years, 

the outstanding plant’s 

potential as an flowering 

ornamental fails be-

cause of that double-

edged sword: Oregon 

rain. 

 

The camellia blooms in 

a few saturated colors: 

red, pink, white, pepper-

mint stripe, even yellow. 

Undaunted by Oregon’s 

occasionally fierce win-

ters and scorching sum-

mer heat, the huge buds 

reliably produce flowers 

that resemble roses, 

scent-less but stunning. 

 

What it lacks in showi-

ness, the tough camellia 

makes up in vigor.  

Every year, perfect flow-

ers arrive early, some-

times blooming through

This is the first spring in 

thirty years in Portland 

that I can remember  

camellias blooming a full 

cycle without being ru-

ined by rain. Seeing their 

blooms I started think-

ing about inner beauty 

and resilience. That led 

me to reflect (of course!) 

about the economic  

climate and those persis-

tent folks, our Oregon 

Adult Learner College 

Line callers.

So it’s an amazing phenomenon, I 

think, to see the impact that personal 

computers, digital devices and cellu-

lar phones have on our lives in 2010. 

Electronics are ubiquitous; they are 

everywhere we look and on the sur-

face they seem like expensive, frivo-

lous accessories.  

Every device now has an “app,” an 

application (piece of software) that is 

designed to make your life easier. 

That is, after you learn how to pro-

gram/download/upgrade or uplink it 

to whatever. 

If you still listen to a radio or watch 

television, you can use the internet 

on a cell phone to determine who 

sings that song or find out when a 

show is on. Many people now access 

all these online, so you don’t need to 

be tied to a radio or a TV. If you are 

extremely busy, you can link all your 

appointments together into a huge, 

rolling ball of a Calendar of Doom. It 

begs the question: how did we ever 

keep track of our lives before the 

digital age?  

For better or worse, one way that 

modern communications devices in-

fluence us is in the way that we inter-

act with each other personally. Entire 

segments of society, including enter-

tainment, commerce and even poli-

tics are affected by our choices in 

social media sites, satellite TV and

Online, people 

instantly find community; they 

interact, form opinions and find 

companionship with others, break-

ing down geographical and social 

barriers.  

Computers helped scientists map 

the human genome, so doctors 

may soon actually prevent genetic 

diseases. Devices make medical 

care safer with less invasive sur-

geries, and make research less 

dependant upon animal testing. 

Faster access to information helps 

cut response times to natural dis-

asters. Computer models help eve-

ryone from engineers to astro-

nauts stay safe while reaching new 

heights.  

Computer hardware and software 

safeguards our financial and pro-

prietary information while technol-

ogy enables researchers to under-

stand the earth and its oceans, and 

to compile data on the solar sys-

tem, even the universe. 

Speaking of heights, the digital 

age means that more people than 

ever have access to higher educa-

tion, delivered by distance, with 

real time chat, online quizzes and 

thoughtful discussion questions. 

One example of a useful tool uses 

upscale digital devices, such as 

cell phones and PDAs (Personal 

Data Assistants) working with the 

New York Times newspaper to 

teach non-native speakers English. 

The down side of information ac-

cess is eventual information over-

load—the moment when we would 

give anything for a sunny day, a 

slight breeze and no electronic 

gadgets in sight. We can enjoy our 

free time because of the machines, 

but our dependence on them can 

invade our lives.  

While time-saving tools are great, I 

have a new favorite pastime aside 

from playing FarmVille on Face-

book. Apparently, the new Apple 

iPad handheld digital device, about 

the size of an Etch-a-Sketch toy 

from my childhood, has apps that 

will play games for my cats. Now 

there’s an app I can use!

Have you ever wondered which 

careers involve computer data 

and information? Information 

Technology (IT) can take many 

forms, depending on the type of 

information and how it is used.  

 

When specific software products 

are created to manage data, 

the authors are likely software 

engineers . To ensure that data 

stays secure and companies 

remain competitive, Security 

specialists  employ  technologies 

such as remote file backup and 

web -based applications. Data-

base  managers  use sophisti-

cated software to keep track of 

customers and supply chains 

more efficiently. To interpret 

data making it usable for busi-

ness is the job of information 

analysts .  

 

In industry, project  managers , 

who must track production, 

scheduling, equipment mainte-

nance and building plans, use 

specialized productivity and 

communications software.  

Logistics  experts  use software 

to track shipments, share sup-

ply records and meet inventory 

deadlines economically.  

 

Information gathering and fo-

rensics software allows law  en-

forcement  officers  to track peo-

ple, evidence and events. In 

modern health care organiza-

tions, healthcare  informatics 

experts  manage patient records 

and other confidential data.  

 

Office  specialists  use a variety 

of proprietary and open -source 

software applications to contact 

customers, to create contracts, 

to utilize spreadsheets and to 

craft effective presentations.  

 

Firms with branches around the 

world employ communications 

specialists  who use video con-

ferencing and multi - lingual soft-

ware which can save millions of 

dollars in overhead, travel and 

human resources costs.  

 

Managers  at non -profit organi-

zations and public agencies 

may use software to keep track 

of employees, volunteers, grant 

applications and donor data-

bases. Successful organizations 

depend upon a strong web 

presence; webmasters  create 

accessible sites that inform the 

public and create interest.  

 

Increasingly, students  and 

teachers  use education soft-

ware and the internet to access 

course content day or night.  

 

Farmers  use Global Positioning 

Satellite (GPS) equipment and 

marketing software to produce, 

sell and ship goods anywhere in 

the world. Meteorologists  and 

geologists  use collaboration and 

prediction software to track 

weather events, earthquakes 

and volcanic activity. Scientists  

use computers to handle huge 

amounts of research data. Engi-

neers  use computers to build 

and test models before con-

structing full scale products.  

 

In business or the public sector, 

with data protected by IT proto-

cols, the Chief  Information Offi-

cer  (CIO) can assure that the 

organization and its employees 

achieve their potential.
